We are greatly honored to have Eldon Housley as the speaker at our annual meeting on
Thursday, January 14, in the Geronimo Room of the Tubac Golf Resort. Lunch will be
served at noon. After we confirm a new board member and conduct some brief official business,
Eldon will give us a unique presentation of the history of the American cowboy.

Eldon grew up on a farm/ranch on the edge of the Sandhills in Southwest Nebraska. Like
most boys and girls, his "heroes have always been cowboys." He started riding horses before he
was old enough to remember and broke his first bronc when he was twelve years old. A love of
horses and the cowboy way helped him work his
way through college (University of Nebraska) by
shoeing and training horses. By the time he
graduated with a degree in Education, he was
making more money shoeing horses than he
could teaching school. His ranching, horseshoe-
ing and team roping experience, in addition to his
love of history and the Old West, provides an
abundance of material for his enchanting and
informative stories in rhyme.

Be sure to catch this unique presentation
of the history of the cowboy. Eldon starts with a
song which leads into some history which leads Eldon Housley
to another song which leads to a discussion of the meaning of the words in the song which leads
to a poem which leads to more history, and so on. Each time Eldon does his "program™ it is a little
different.

Eldon has performed all over Arizona, and in New Mexico, Nebraska, and Texas. In 2006,
Eldon performed at the Arizona Cowboy Poets Gathering in Prescott. He was invited to compete
in "the world's only Cowboy Poet Rodeo" in Kanab, Utah, and earned second place in two divi-
sions. He was a featured poet at the Gila Valley Cowboy Poets Gathering in Safford, Arizona,
and he performs weekly at the White Stallion Ranch outside of Tucson. You can learn more about

The Tubac Historical Society
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Tubac is lucky to have an event like Anza Days. Juan Bautista de Anza, for whom this

celebration is named, first proposed an expedition to Alta California in 1772. It was approved
and he departed Tubac on January 8, 1774 with 3 padres, 20 soldiers, 11 servants, 35 mules, 65
cattle, and 140 horses. The expedition reached Monterey, Alta California's capital, on April 19.
Anza returned to Tubac by late May, 1774. His swift and successful expedition resulted in his
promotion to the rank of lieutenant-colonel and he was immediately ordered to lead a group of
colonists to Alta California. The Spanish wanted to reinforce their presence there against Rus-
sian advances from the north, and to establish a safe harbor for Spanish ships returning from the
Philippines. It is the second expedition that Tubac celebrates each October, which departed
Tubac in October, 1775 and arrived at Mission San Gabriel in January, 1776.

This year Anza Days took place on Saturday, October 17 at the Tubac Presidio State

Park with a charming assortment of entertainment, lectures, demonstrations, and displays. Nine
non-profit groups including the Santa Cruz Valley Heritage Foundation, Friends of the Presidio,
State Park Foundation, Tubac Rotary, Anza Trails Coalition of Arizona, U.S. Forest Service,
Buenos Aires National Wildlife Refuge, Friends of the Santa Cruz River, and Tubac Historical
Society worked together to make this a splendid event.

The arrival of the reenactment riders was a highpoint. This year Captain Anza was por-

trayed by LUIS Bracamonte who was accompanied by a contingent of historically costumed rid-

There were demonstrations of the 1858 Wash-
ington press (which printed the first newspaper in Arizona), of the techniques of making adobe
